• Thursday 16/4/2026 – Total: 84 attendees. 

• Session 1: Bus Arrive 9:00am. Bowls Green 

9:30:am-11.00am. 

• Each group will arrive with a ratio of 1 

educator/supervisor per 12 kids. 

• With this estimated headcount, they’ll just need 
a minimum of 3 volunteers/staff (4 would be 

awesome if we go both ends of the green plan) 

from your club with WWCCs to be on the 

greens with them. 

• Again, the educators will be running the games, 

but they will inevitably need some assistance 

with bowls questions and guidance throughout 

the sessions. 

• Any help on technique and encouragement for 

the children from the volunteers is also 

invaluable for giving them the best possible 

intro experience.  

• We would need you to arrange the setup of the 

green and supply of bowls equipment as suitable 

as possible for children. 

We will need at least 4 or more volunteers to work 

alongside the supervisors in running the activities. If you 

can help, I will have a sheet at the Club for names, or 

you can let me know by email.
